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Youngsters with diabetes enjoyed an adventure weekend 
with The Children’s Hospital, Sheffi eld.

Sixteen teenagers, who have Type 1 diabetes which has to be 
treated by injecting insulin daily, visited Edale with nurses, doctors 
and dieticians from Sheffi eld Children’s NHS Foundation Trust.

The annual trip held in June has been run by the diabetes team at 
the Trust for 18 years and also marked this year’s diabetes week.

A 13-year-old girl has had her 
gall bladder removed through 
her belly button thanks to 
pioneering keyhole surgery 
at The Children’s Hospital, 
Sheffi eld.

Jessica Ridsdale’s 
surgery took just an hour and 
a half and was done through 
the width of a pin after she was 
found with gall stones, a rare 
condition in children.

The teenager, who suffered 
months of sickness, pain and 
jaundice before the surgery, 
was delighted when she 
discovered surgeon Sean 
Marven could help. 

“Mr Marven drew me a picture 
of what would happen,” she 
said. “It was great as it helped 
me to understand and take 
away some of the fear.”

Hayley’s 
Story A MUM of four has taken up 
the mantle of governor at The 
Children’s Hospital, Sheffi eld, 
after her three sons all needed 
its care and expertise.
Hayley Ives (28), of Rotherham, was 
elected into the role by the public Trust 
members after sons Jack (fi ve), Joshua

(33) and also has daughter Abi (six), 
said: “My sons have all had problems 
and so I’ve spent a lot of time at the 
hospital – the specialists are fantastic 
and have given us great care.
“It’s very exciting to have been elected 
as a governor – I feel I’ve got lots of 
experience about the hospital because 
I’ve been there so often.”
Hayley was one of four new governors 
to be recently elected to the Sheffi eld 
Children’s NHS Foundation Trust.
